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All adopted or un-adopted roads, footpaths and PROW have a entry on our 

Street Gazetteer.

All adopted roads and footpaths are linked to our maps.

Approximately 80% of the PROW network is linked.

10% of un-adopted roads are linked.

The two main drivers behind linking our Gazetteer to the maps are, displaying 

condition data and providing a level three LSG to NSG submission.

Our Gazetteer is used to produce two networks:

UKPMS for visual surveys and asset data, based on 100m sections.

MSN for machine surveys, based on one section per road.
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REASONS FOR DISPLAYING CONDITION DATA ON MAPS

To carry out internal audits on visual surveys.

To provide confidence that what machine surveys are telling us is 

correct.

To show stakeholders the condition of our network prior to and after 

carrying out works on our roads.

To assist in producing an effective five year maintenance scheme 

programme.

To better manage maintenance spend on Rotherhamôs network.
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2005/2006 BV233 = 7%

2006/2007 BV233 = 9%

2007/2008 NI168 = 4%

We presented a report to Members (in 2006/2007) showing the decline in 

condition of our A Roads and suggesting a way forward.

First phase was to use Rotherham Capital funds in the amount of  

£5,000,000 spread over three years. £1,000,000 in 2007/2008, 

£2,500,000 in 2009/2010 and £1,500,000 in 2010/2011.

The second phase was to increase Revenue Maintenance budget on A 

Roads by £300,000.

Phase one was put in place, but phase two has yet to be agreed.
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Action Plan

Six Engineers split in to three teams of two.

Each team was  allocated a part of the A Road network.

The teams printed copies of their network to a scale where individual ten 

metre SCANNER data sections could be identified.

The teams then walked their network to see if the SCANNER data 

matched with actual site condition.
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Action Plan

The team would identify four treatments:

Patching ïtwo types

Surface treatments

Resurfacing

Reconstruction

The team would then use this information plus SCRIM, GPR and CVI 

data to provide a scheme brief and estimated cost.

The main outcome from the walked survey was the matching of the 

SCANNER output to the actual site conditions.
